J.B. Simms’s book, Don’t Get Arrested In SOUTH CAROLINA is a must read for
every American. If you still believe that truth and justice reign supreme in the America’s
criminal justice system, in this account, Simms makes an airtight case for reconsidering
that opinion. He lays out the myriad of lies associated with a real criminal case, as seen
through the eyes of an experienced private investigator, the author himself. He has
documented how the needs, agendas and sheer power of law enforcement officers,
lawyers and judges allows them to work in collusion to pin a rap on the ‘wrong man.’
They change statements of witnesses, the alibis of the accused, the personal character and
integrity of the victim and literally step over every moral and legal boundary as outlined
in the U.S. Constitution.

1. If accused of a crime you’re presumed innocent until proven guilty beyond a
shadow of a doubt.
2. And the 14th Amendment of the U.S. Constitution, which guarantees to every
American the right to clear their name in a court of law.

Simms’s volume of facts gathered over years of testimony and investigation will frighten
the reader as it informs. ‘Be prepared,’ is his message, especially if you become the
target of those who have the authority to manipulate the criminal justice machine. Watch
while juries vote to convict regardless of all the ‘shadows’ and all the ‘doubts’ raised by
the defense: no motive, no irrefutable facts, etc. In the world that Simms describes it’s
conceivable that the quality of an individual life, something most of us consider
sacrosanct, is extremely vulnerable when there’s need for others to find a scapegoat.

This account brings to mind the Alfred Hitchcock crime drama, The Wrong Man, staring
Henry Fonda. This Post-World War II film noir, dramatizes what Simms has so
painstakingly documented, that no one is safe from being accused and convicted of a crime
they have not committed.

I salute the dedication of this author and hope that a documentary or feature film is made
to educate a larger portion of the public, the way one is dragged from the comfort and
complacency of our private lives and made powerless to stop the bricks of our house, the
safety of our family, the reputation we’ve so carefully constructed from becoming rubble
at our feet.
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
